1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 Numerous pieces of legislation require risk assessments to be carried out and, in particular, the Management of Health and Safety (Workplace) Regulations 1999.  All work activities need to be assessed by a competent person in order to identify the hazards and quantify the risks of these hazards causing harm to people.  Hazards and risks that are not eliminated must be controlled and the control measures, be they physical or procedural, must be communicated to those who will work, or otherwise come into contact with the hazards.

1.2 This document covers the generic and specific Risk Assessments for the typical elements of the show and the location of the show.   

1.3 The results of all the risk assessments should be considered when producing the Show Safety Plan.

1.4 The risk assessments in this document have relied on extensive knowledge and experience of the application of the Show Safety Guide (The Purple Guide), the Guide to Fire Precautions in Existing places of Entertainment and Like Premises (The Primrose Guide) and the Guide to Safety at Sports Grounds (The Green Guide).  It is, however, recognised that these documents are not wholly appropriate to this venue or the shows under consideration.  In common with all such shows, a practical, pragmatic and realistic approach has been taken.

1.5 The Purple Guide establishes the role of the Show Safety Co-ordinator (ESC) to assist Kelsey Publishing in ensuring compliance with the relevant Health and Safety legislation and the findings of the Risk Assessments.   The appointment of an ESC is implicit in the Risk Assessment control measures.
RISK ASSESSMENTS INTRODUCTION

2.1
The process of site design and management leading to the drafting of an show safety plan should be based on the findings of a risk assessment approach.  This will require a dynamic approach to the development of crowd safety measures.

2.2
In undertaking the risk assessments, the following approach has been adopted:

· Gather information/identify risks
· Evaluation of risks
· Consider control measures appropriate to the identified risks
· Evaluate residual risk.
· Information gathered from previous years.

· Information provided by Kelsey Publishing. 

1.6 Information has been gathered and hazards identified using the experience gained from numerous similar show sites around the country and have been augmented by walking the site, and from discussions with the events team.
1.7 The risk assessments are not, therefore, necessarily final, but do give an indication of the appropriate measures that should be incorporated into the show safety plan for each show.

1.8 The hazards identified were evaluated using the risk assessment matrix below and have been assessed both with and without control measures being in place.
